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FREQUENTLY ASKED
QUESTIONS (FAQS)

1. What is the age range for participants
in the program??

Participants must be between the ages of 13 and
17, currently enrolled in 9th to 12th grade, and
have at least one year of high school left after
completing the program.

2. Are there any location restrictions?

Yes. Participants must reside within the Eastern
District of Pennsylvania. The eligible counties
include Berks, Bucks, Chester, Delaware,
Lancaster, Lehigh, Northampton, Montgomery,
and Philadelphia.

3. What does this program cost?
This program is free to all participants.

4. Will transportation be provided?

No, transportation to and from the program will
not be provided. Participants are responsible for
their own transportation arrangements.

5. Will meals be provided?

Students will be provided with snacks in the
morning and afternoon. However, they are
welcome to bring additional food if needed.

6. Is prior legal knowledge or experience
required to participate?

No, prior legal knowledge or experience is not
required. The program is designed to provide an
introductory understanding of the federal legal
system and is open to students with a general
interest in the field of criminal justice.

What should I do

when I arrive?
There will be a staff member in the
lobby to greet and check students in
each morning. Students will then need
to go through a security checkpoint
with metal detectors. Each student
will need a valid photo ID (school ID is
allowed). The security line can get
long, so please arrive by 8:45AM to
ensure a prompt start each day.
